PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE
Cari amici,

Congratulations to our recently elected lodge officers for 2013 – 2014!  Thank you for stepping up and offering your time and energy to guide us in achieving the fraternal and charitable goals of our lodge. 

We enter the season of Lent this month. In Italy, the celebration of Carnevale, just before the beginning of Lent, is a grand tradition that began hundreds of years ago.  In Venice, the elaborate costumes and masks that people donned gave them the anonymity to forget for a short while the strong social divisions between the aristocracy and the rest of the population. Carnevale served as a communal release of the social tension caused by the blatant abuse of power of the aristocracy. For a few days, everyone was equal and could sing, dance, and make merry together in the streets. Today, the Carnevale of Venice is considered the most important in the world. The gorgeously opulent costumes and masks can be traced back to the splendor of the Medici family.  Many entertainments are scheduled over several days including acrobats, jugglers, dancers, and musicians. There are balls and parties galore.

Two other cities in Italy are also very well known for their Carnevale celebrations: Viareggio and Ivrea. In Viareggio in Tuscany, the main attractions are fantastical, enormous carts made of cartapesta (papiermache) that depict famous people in show business and in politics, often with a large dose of sarcasm. These carts parade for three kilometers along a city street facing the sea on Sundays in January and February.

In Ivrea in the Piedmont region, for three days during the Carnevale, three thousand people vigorously throw oranges at each other in a heated battle known as La Battaglia delle Arance (The Battle of the Oranges). There are nine squads composed of hundreds of people who fight from the ground, costumed in combinations of bright colors such as green and yellow. They throw oranges at their opponents who represent the soldiers of the aristocratic noble who had dominion over the town. They ride in horse-drawn carts through the streets, wearing colorful padded clothes, helmets, and masks.  In ancient times, the oranges were politely exchanged between the noble and the populace who saluted him. It is no longer remembered when the gentle exchange became a vicious battle.

Many Italian-Americans continue to celebrate Carnevale with costume balls and parties. It is a fun time for all before we settle down to the rigors of Lent and preparing for Easter.

I will not see you at the February lodge meeting because I will be in California caring for my sister and her husband who are undergoing kidney transplant surgery (my brother-in-law is donating his kidney to my sister) on February 5.  I would appreciate your prayers for a successful outcome and speedy recovery for them.  Have a good month and I will see you in March.
