About the Performers:
Robert Kelley, Pianist

Robert Kelley has over 25 years of experience teaching private piano lessons in California, New Jersey, and Virginia.  He is a graduate of the University of Southern California where he was awarded a master’s degree in music composition and theory. He also holds a master’s degree in piano performance from California State University, Northridge where he received the William Richard Memorial Scholarship.  Mr. Kelley is a Foundation Grant recipient from the American Society of Composers, Authors, and Publishers.  His piano performances include solo and accompanying recitals in New York, Los Angeles, San Francisco, Portland, Seattle, and Washington.   Original compositions by Mr. Kelley have been performed in Los Angeles, at Lincoln Center in New York, and heard on National Public Radio.
Susan Hayes, Flutist

Susan Hayes holds several degrees in music, including a Bachelor’s degree from Peabody Conservatory, a master’s from Northwestern University, and a doctorate from the University of Maryland.  Dr. Hayes has taught undergraduate students at both Northwestern University and the University of Maryland in addition to her private studio. She has performed solo recitals at the Kennedy Center, the Phillips Gallery, the Gallery at the Ellipse, the Fairfax Town Hall, the Lyceum, the Martin Luther King Memorial Library, and many other Washington, DC performance spaces.  Her performances have also been broadcast on National Public Radio. Dr. Hayes has performed with numerous orchestras including the National Symphony, the Baltimore Chamber Orchestra, the Alexandria Symphony, the Capital Chamber Orchestra, and the Avanti Orchestra. She also currently performs chamber music with the Eco Voce Ensemble and Ionian Winds.
