SOME ITALIAN EXPRESSIONS

Toccare il cielo con un dito – To touch the sky with a finger.
Vuol dire (that means) essere contentissimi e felici. Ottenere (to obtain) qualcosa che si desiderava (desired).

Cane che abbaia non morde – A dog that barks doesn’t bite.

Significa che una persona, anche se dimostra di essere (even if it proves to be) aggressiva verbalmente (verbally aggressive), in fondo (after all) è inoffensiva e quindi incapace di fare del male (incapable of doing harm).

Non c’è rosa senza spina – there is no rose without thorns.

ITALIAN THANKSGIVINGS
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Italians living in Italy do not celebrate Thanksgiving as we do here in North America although they do have many holidays called La Festa del Ringraziamento (Festival of Thanks). These holidays, or “feast days”, refer to a variety of religious holidays held throughout the year to honor patron saints.  The closest Italians (in Italy) would get to celebrating a Thanksgiving as we know it, would be their harvest celebrations they hold throughout the fall. Italians that have emigrated to North America, however, have certainly embraced Thanksgiving and in their own unique way made it their own.

 

Italians love any holiday that brings together friends and family (and of course food!), and every family of Italian heritage has their own unique traditions to celebrate this traditionally North American holiday. As well as the traditional turkey and side dishes most Americans are familiar with, an Italian Thanksgiving in North America will often also include an antipasti, a pasta or soup course, as well as many different traditional sweets to complete the meal. In Italy, whole turkeys are not easy to find, and, in fact, most Italians have very small kitchens containing very small ovens so that even if they were interested in roasting an entire bird, it would be an impossible task. Italians do, however, enjoy stuffed turkey breasts, a great alternative to roasting a whole turkey.
Italian cuisine lends itself well to holiday entertaining as many dishes can be prepared ahead of time and simply cooked when needed
