Carnevale means “to put away the meat”. In Italy, it is the last celebration before lent begins on Ash Wednesday. As time passed, carnivals in Italy became quite famous; and in fact the practice spread to France, Spain, Portugal, and all the Catholic countries in Europe. Then as the French, Spanish, and Portuguese began to take control of the Americas and other parts of the world, they brought with them their tradition of celebrating carnivals. The celebration of Carnevale is the Italian version of Mardi Gras and Carnival now celebrated in the North and South Americas.
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
