Come to the general membership meeting Sept. 9 and enjoy a pot luck meal and hear Dr. Sheila ffolliott, a professor of Art History who has taught at George Mason University for over 25 years, speak on “The Art of Leonardo DaVinci”.  She majored in Italian as an undergraduate and now teaches courses on Italian art of the Renaissance and Baroque periods and on the city of Rome in the Renaissance.  She has published a book on 16th century fountain sculpture in Messina, Sicily, and articles on the art patronage of Catherine de Medici and on the 17th century artist, Artemisia Gentilesch, and other topics.  She is a contributor to the catalogue of the forthcoming exhibition, “Italian Women Artists: Renaissance to Baroque,” opening in March 2007 at the National Museum of Women in the Arts.  She lived in Italy for several years in the 1970s and goes back as often as she can.
