Certo che voglio bene a mia madre -  Of course, I love my mother.

Affection for a thing, however, is piacere or adorare.

Mi piace il tennis - I love tennis.

Adoro i quadri di Van Gogh - I love Van Gogh’s paintings. 

But affetto is also used.

Il suo affetto per i bambini l’ha portata a fare la maestra - Her love of children led her to be a teacher.

A strong liking for something is a passione or andare matto per qualcosa
La sua passione per golf era evidente a tutti - His love of golf was evident to everyone.

Vado matto per il cioccolato - I love chocolate.

Even though tennis is a gentleman’s game, love is translated as zero!

Il punteggio era trenta a zero - The score was thirty love.

Never finish a letter with the word love, use instead Forti abbracci e bacioni.
