PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE
Cari amici,
I hope you are enjoying the long days of summer.  With the intense heat we have been experiencing, I have developed a new appreciation for air conditioning especially after several days without it.

August is the month of Ferragosto, a summer holiday celebrated only in Italy on August 15.  Its origin is traced back to the Feriae Augusti (the vacations of Augustus), a festival established by the Roman emperor Ottaviano Augusto in the year 18 to provide a day of rest after the rigors of summer planting. The peasants would visit the farm owners (padroni) to offer them good wishes for the future, and the owners would give them a generous tip. Until recently, this custom was still practiced in Lombardy. Employers would give their workers gifts of money or food that they could use to celebrate the holiday with their families.

Today, Ferragosto is part of the traditional vacation time of the Italians.  From the end of July to the third week of August, many shops and offices in the cities are closed. Millions of Italians flee the hot and humid cities to spend time with family and friends in the mountains or by the sea.  During their vacation, people spend much of their time enjoying leisurely meals outdoors with family members and friends. A traditional favorite dish for the mid-day meal is roast pigeon. Our lodge is celebrating our own version of Ferragosto with a peach picking expedition followed by a good meal at a local restaurant on Sunday, August 12.  The details are explained in this newsletter.

Laghi italiani

L'Italia e una delle nazioni europee più ricca di laghi (richest in lakes). Ne conta circa (count) 1000 e la maggior parte di essi si trova (are) nella parte nord del paese (country). Al centro dell'Italia troviamo (we find) i laghi che si sono formati all'interno di vulcani spenti, (inactive volcanoes) e per questo presentano una forma circolare. Nella parte meridionale invece (instead) troviamo i laghi costieri, vicini al mare (near the sea). I più importanti laghi in ordine di grandezza sono:
Lago di Garda
È il più grande lago d'Italia che abbraccia (touches, hugs) le regioni della Lombardia, del Veneto e del Trentino Alto Adige. Meta (destination) turistica importante, presenta un paesaggio (landscape) suggestivo per la presenza di cinque isole (islands) che emergono (emerge) dalle acque: l'isola del Garda (la più grande), su cui sorge (on which rises) un bellissimo palazzo ottocentesco (of the 19th century), 1'isola di S. Biagio, detta dei "conigli", raggiungibile a piedi (reachable by foot) nei periodi di secca (dryness), 1'isola del Trimelone e 1'isola del Sogno e degli Olivi.
Lago Maggiore
È il secondo lago italiano e interessa la regione piemontese, quella lombarda e 1'estremità settentrionale (northern point) della Svizzera. Le sue coste (its coasts) sono frastagliate (jagged) e ricche di ville antiche (old villas) e prestigiose, tra le più belle e suggestive quelle Borromee che sorgono (rise) sull'isola Bella, situata al centro del lago. È meta di turismo tutto 1'anno (all year round).
Lago di Como
È il terzo lago in ordine di grandezza. Ha una forma caratteristica ad "Y" rovesciata (inverted). Si divide in tre rami (branches) : ramo di Colico, ramo di Como e ramo di Lecco. Presenta una vegetazione rigogliosa costituita da azalee, camelie, limoni e datteri (date palms). Il lago è circondato da incantevoli (surrounded by enchanting) ville dalle quali si può ammirare (you can admire) un panorama mozzafiato (breathtaking). È meta di un turismo ricco e prestigioso.
