PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE
Felice anno nuovo!  Best wishes to you and your family for a happy, healthy new year! 

Two years ago, my daughter Lauren-Claire and I were in Lecce in southern Italy for the celebration of the New Year, known as Capodanno, literally “the head of the year”.  On New Year’s Eve, the streets were filled with fashionably dressed people of all ages strolling through the historic center of town and stopping to greet friends effusively. They crowded around an open air market in the central piazza, Piazza di San Oronzo, the patron saint of Lecce, to buy nuts and holiday sweets. At one side of the piazza was the ancient Roman theatre with a breathtaking life-size Nativity scene complete with a village, and orange, lemon and olive trees. The town gelato shop, aptly named “Natale”, was filled with more people choosing among numerous tempting flavors of gelato and wondrous chocolate confections. In the window, there was a large tree on which hung La Befana dolls with bags of sweets attached to their broomsticks. Everywhere teen-age boys were exploding firecrackers of dynamite. No one seemed concerned with the safety of the boys or passers-by. It was a wild scene.

On New Year’s Day, we went to a very unusual and very Italian jazz concert held in the PoliteatroGreci, a theater with an elegantly simple exterior similar to English Regency style and an ornate exterior with frescoed ceilings and carved wood.The concert started 30 minutes late and still some members of the audience were straggling in. Someone brought a baby who cried and several people loudly shushed it. The concert began with “Somewhere Over the Rainbow” sung in English, followed by the poet Pablo Neruda’s ode to an artichoke recited with musical accompaniment. Next were jazz versions of Italian and American songs by two women vocalists, who seemed to be singing in a screeching jazz version of operatic arias,with various combinations of piano, saxophone, double bass, drums, and trumpet. The songs were interspersed with the instrumentalists taking turns reciting their favorite recipes and more poems related to food with musical accompaniment. During the songs, there were videos of typical Italian food, food being prepared and food being eaten including a little boy who stuffed himself with spaghetti before collapsing. During the entire performance, a man was cooking pasta in an on-stage kitchen. He recited some of the food poems. There were bright, flashing lights and a frenzied air, especially during the last song, “Hey, Jude”. After the performers finished singing two encores, the second not requested by clapping, they all sat down around a table in the on-stage kitchen and began eating spaghetti. It was by far the most colorful concert we had ever attended. Only in Italy! What a way to begin the New Year!
