ITALIAN WORDS AND PHRASES

SUMMER FUN
L’estate (summer) is the season when people go to the piscina (pool).  Generally, one estremità (end) of the pool is profonda (deep) where the trampolino (diving board) is, while the other is piu’ bassa (shallow) and i bambini giocano (the kids play) there.

Everyone has a costume da bagno (bathing suit) and sandali (sandals).  Some people nuotano (swim), while others prendono il sole (they sunbathe) or si riposano (they rest) on the sdraie (beach chairs) all’ombra (in the shade), wearing occhiali da sole (sunglasses).

Some swim almost like pesci (fish). They do the stile libero (crawl), il nuoto sul dorso (backstroke) or il nuoto a rana (breaststroke).

Il bagnino (the lifeguard) is always there ready to fischiare (whistle) if anyone behaves pericolosamente (dangerously).
