BASILONE STAMP
Paul Agosta advises that if there is enough interest within the lodge for the stamp honoring John Basilone, he will put together an order for us.  Basilone was a U. S. Marine sergeant, an Italian-American, who won the Medal of Honor for his actions on Guadalcanal during World War II by holding off 3,000 Japanese troops after his 15 member unit had been reduced to 3.  

The Basilone stamp is no longer available through the post office.  Stamp collecting companies sell them at reasonable prices.  For example, the Mystic Stamp Company charges $1.50 for one that is unused and $.60 for a used version.  A 4 stamp block of distinguished marines (unused) goes for $5.95 and used for $2.50.  There would be a small surcharge for postage and for the lodge.  If you have an interest, let Paul or any council member know.
